Reader’s Service for Sunday 6t September 2020
13t Sunday after Pentecost * Commemoration of the
Miracle of the Archangel Michael at Colossae

The ‘Reader’ may be the most senior person present - e.g. a parent or
grandparent, according to the situation — or simply the most confident
reader or singer. The parts marked for the ‘Choir’ can be read or sung by
everyone together, or by one person alone. Music for some parts may be

If no one present is a confident singer, the service can be chanted on one
note, or simply read. You may prefer to use parts of the service in your own
language. If so, please make sure that the prayers are read from an
Orthodox prayer book or service book.

Before the Service

If possible, the Service should be said in front of the household icons - e.g.
in the family icon corner. If practical, and if they are available, a Cross and
a Book of the Gospels (or a copy of New Testament, or a Bible) should be
placed on a table in front of the icons. A lamp or candle, and incense, if
available, should be lit before the Service begins.

In these exceptional circumstances,
the Gospel may be read by the most senior person present - e.g. a parent or
grandparent - according to the situation.
